December 18, 2000 �Please read this, and let me know if my Mom has a case against Ford, Workmans Comp - my Dad's Doctors - Social security - any and/or all...? If you can't help, maybe you know someone that can? �My Dad was disabled a year and a half ago, the disablement of my Father was his back - he fell down an embankment at a job site, and the following december, 1999, which would be a year ago, the company he worked for terminated him, and that company is now in bankruptcy. The doctors were treating my Dad for the upper part of his back for 10 months after he injured himself, which they discovered was not where the worst part of his injuries were - then began treating him for the right part - his lower back, which had 2 slipped disks, 2 herniated discs, a crushed discs, a fracture to a vertibrae, and a spinal cord hanging by a thread. He should have had a surgery MONTHS ago, but they strung him along (doctors and workmans comp) and totally missed the fracture in his spine. �My Father went from making 70K a year to a little over a grand a month from Workmans Comp. as of December of 1999, when the company he was working for terminated him, and quit bringing his salary to what it was after what workmans comp paid. Then Dad had gotten approved for his Social Security, but only got to draw it 2 or 3 months, as he died the 9th of December of a massive heart attack. Dad left behind a widow, and a 9 year old daughter that he and my Mom have had since she was roughly 18 months old. My Dad was strung along so long (By the doctors and Workmans Comp) with pain medications, and they never even did any tests on his heart. This test on his heart should have been performed, since afterall, he was 50 years old, and it is well stated in his medical history that there is a high risk of heart disease in his family. His own Father has had to have surgical proceedures to repair artaries, and now has a pace maker. He didn't even know he had anything wrong with his heart, and this is most likely due to the pain medications blocking any chest pains he might have had....pain pills the doctors had him taking for nearly 2 years!! But, we do know it was his heart, because an autopsy was performed, and he had narrowing of the arteries and blockages, and the cause of death was listed as Corinary Disease. �Dad had been scheduled to have his surgery on the 22nd, and he called workmans comp requesting that it could wait until after the holidays - they told him if he could wait, maybe they could get the Dr to release him back to light duty work, and stop his check. Then after that, a lawyer from Ford called him making demands that they pay the difference from what they owed, and what Ford got after reselling the first vehicle that they had to let go back to the bank. What makes that worse is that Mom and Dad had a buyer for the one that they had to let go back, but Ford changed the payoff amount they had quoted them on the phone once they had a buyer in line to take it, so Dad said let um take it then - and so they did. �After all of this - Dad decided to go to Reno to try and win a little money, and maybe hold Ford off their back a little while. Well, while he was in Reno, he died on Dec 9th of a massive heart attack. I have been trying to help my Mother with all that I can, and just can't believe all of this has happened, and that my Mom doesn't have a case against one or more of the people involved in causing him undue stress!! Mom can't get Dad's social security because Dad died, and the adoption on my little sister was never completed. �Mom and Dad did all they could do to complete it some years ago when they lived in New Mexico. The baby was taken from it's mother at birth because she was strung out on drugs. Her father was my Mothers Sister's husband, and they didn't want her, so they gave her to Mom and Dad. They had letters of accountability - or whatever it is that you call it - had home visits done, basically having done everything that they could. Then my little sisters natural father died before it could be completed, and they have no idea who her natural mother is, or where she is for that matter. My mother does have a letter he had given to her stating that in the event of his death, custody was to be given to my Mom and Dad, but the judge wouldn't accept that at that time, telling my parents that they still needed one of the parents to sign something terminating their parental rights. My little sister just started recieving her fathers social security benefits about the same time my Dad started recieving his, but when Mom called Social security on 12/18/2000, they told her she can't have none of Dads, and they set her up an appontment to come in and do a one-time paying to her of $250.00. I told her to hold off on that until I talk to an attorney. Dad's social security would be more then enough to take care of the both of them if this could be straightened out, and they could both draw his now that he is gone. �Mom called workmans comp as well on 12\28\2000, and they told her that he would only be paid through December 9th - period - the date he passed away. Any claims he had with them are just null and void now? I don't see how that could be....he was supposed to get a settlement from them, and at the VERY least, I think my Mom should be entitled to that now. They have asked her to send them a death certificate, and then they would issue her his last check - once again, I told her to hold off until I speak to an attorney. �I think I covered everything, but I might have missed a thing or two. Please contact me at your earliest convenience, and advise me as what I can do, possibly with your help?
